George came 

to this country in 

1827 and to 

Rochester from 

Watertown, WI in 

1853 to buy land. In 

1857 the census 

found 1,000 people here and growing. George 

Head was a speculator and developer, and was a 

baker. He was married without children. In 1875 

he was broke and moved to Fergus Falls where 

he had success in real estate, but had health 

problems so in 1885 left for Bermuda. He is 

buried in Oakwood Cemetery. Other founders 

were William Lowry, Richard Smith, a speculator 

Morton, and a judge Mahon. The Cook House was 

the finest in Rochester and it was destroyed by 

a tornado in 1880. The large flour mill was 

located by the railroad bridge over the Zumbro 

river.
